Founded on the 8th of August, 1960 by the
outstanding parliamentarian and the then M.P. from Rae Bareli Lok Sabha Constituency,
late Feroze Gandhi with the active help and support from other leading social figures of
Rae Bareli including the Founder Managing Secretary of the College, late O.N. Bhargava,
the College functions as a U.P. Government-aided Post Graduate College associated with
the University of Lucknow. Endowed with a rich and inspiring legacy, the College enjoys
the distinction of having been visited by the President and the Prime Minister together
and by other high ranking dignitaries in the past. Beginning from a humble base of 55
students and 05 teachers in the year 1960, the College has grown to the present strength
of nearly 4500 students and 96 teachers. The College provides the facility of higher
education to the students in 04 Faculties - Arts, Science, Commerce and Education and 16
Departments through more than 30 adequately sized classrooms, well equipped science
laboratories and rich library resources. With its strictly merit- based and transparent
admission process, disciplined campus, regularity of class teaching and free and fair
examinations, the College has made a mark for itself among the institutions of higher
education in the State and has been able to retain its institutional identity and credibility
over time. The institutional philosophy of the College is very aptly reflected in its motto -
'‘Gyaan, Shaanti evam Pragati' ('Knowledge, Peace and Progress') signifying that the
attainment of real knowledge leads to the dawn of peace which in turn leads to all round
progress in the society. As an institution serving a noble social cause, the College remains
committed to fulfilling the sublime ideals of growth with equity and quality with inclusion
inits attitude, structures and processes.
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FEROZE GANDHI
(12.09.1912 - 08.09.1960)

The Founder President of the College, Late Feroze Gandhi was an outstanding Parliamentarian, a
freedom fighter, an educationist and a journalist. More than any other leader of his time, he truly represented
the spirit of parliamentary democracy- dissent and debate. Few individuals have been able to significantly alter
the course of Parliamentary history of a vast and diverse country like India as did Feroze Gandhi. Fewer still
have been able to meticulously modify the traditional division of treasury and opposition benches regarding
Parliamentary debates without a debacle. Hardly anyone can be credited with strengthening the three
essential pillars of democracy through his unique contribution to Press, Parliament and laying foundation stone
for an institution of Higher Education. Feroze Gandhi was destined to accomplish all the three during the short
span of48 years of his life.

Feroze Gandhi was born on 12.09.1912 in Bombay (now Mumbai) in a Parsi family. Son of Jahangir
Fardun Ji and Smt. Ratimai, he got his primary education from Prayag Shiksha Mandir and he passed his High
School in 1929 from Allahabad (now Prayagraj). He took his maiden voyage to jail for one year during his
participation in the National Movement in 1930. Afterwards he went to London for his higher studies at London
School of Economics and he returned to India in 1941. He was married to Indira Gandhi on 26.03.1942. He was
arrested and sent to jail again for participation in Quit India Movement, 1942. His elder son, Rajeev, born on
20.08.1944 and his younger son Sanjay was born on 14.09.1946. Feroze Gandhi was appointed Managing
Director in 'National Herald' in 1946. He represented United Province from 1948 to 1950 in Constituent
Assembly. He was a Member of Interim Parliament from 1950 to 1952. He represented Rae Bareli Lok Sabha
Parliamentary Constituency from 1952 to 1960. As Member of Parliament of Rae Bareli Constituency, he
established 'Rae Bareli Degree College Education Trust' on 26.06.1958 and laid the foundations of 'Rae Bareli
Degree College' on 08.08.1960. During the period of 08 years over which he served as an M.P., he made
Herculean efforts to pilot and get the 'Protection of Publishing the Proceedings of Parliament Bill' drafted,
debated and passed successfully with thumping majority of both the Houses of Parliament on 26.05.1956. The
Bill eventually led to the commencement of the process of the telecast live Parliamentary proceedings in 1989.
His active initiation led to the nationalisation of 240 privately managed and least accountable private insurance
companies and the formation of Life Insurance Corporation of India (LIC) consequent upon the enactment of
Life Insurance Corporation Act, 1956. This proved to be a stepping stone for the successful nationalisation of
General Insurance Company (GIC) in 1964 and two stage nationalisation of Commercial Banks in 1969 and
1980. Exactly a month after fulfilling his cherished dream of establishing an institution for providing the facility of
higher education to the educationally and economically backward District of Rae Bareli, he left for his heavenly
abode on 08.09.1960 as if the mission of his life was accomplished and as if the destiny had ordained him to do
it. On 16.12.1961, in the memory of Late Feroze Gandhi, the College established by him was re-named in his
memory as Feroze Gandhi College, Rae Bareli.

FOUNDER MANAGING SECRETARY

Onkar Nath Bhargava served as the Founder Managing Secretary of Feroze
Gandhi College, Rae Bareli from 08.08.1960 to 29.03.2022 and helped laying the
foundations of the College alongwith Late Feroze Gandhi on 08.08.1960. A builder
of phenomenal repute by his profession and a renowned educationist and social
thinker by his calling, he was the beacon light which guided the College during the
first 62 years since its inception and ensured that the College firmly stayed on the
right course. In the times of general degradation of time- tested values and
established social norms, he did his utmost to keep the institutional identity, values
and character of the College intact. Perfectionist to a fault and a hard task master, he
had painstakingly and assiduously built the College brick by brick, man by man. He
was a fine repository of the old world values of hard work, commitment to a noble
] CaUSe, integrity and human kindness. His concern for the social, economic and
ONKAR NATH BHARGAVA environmental problems that the country and the world are presently faced with was

(14.06.1927 - 03.04.2022) deep and his writings on the issues of his concern were wide.

Onkar Nath Bhargava graduated from the University of Lucknow in the year 1945 and inspired by the
zeal and fervour of the freedom struggle before independence and the idealism and enthusiasm of nation
buliding after independence, he came into close association with freedom fighters of Rae Bareli including
Munshi Chandrika Prasad, Wasi Naqvi and others to work actively for the establishment of Gandhi
Intermediate College in Bachhrawan, Rae Bareli in the year 1948. Overtaken by the spirit of social and
economic reforms, he joined Acharya Vinoba Bhave during a lap of the Bhoodan Movement.

He came into contact with the Founder President of the College, Late Feroze Gandhiin 1952 during the
later's campaign as a candidate for Lok Sabha election and actively supported him to lay the foundations of Rae
Bareli Degree College on 08.08.1960 for the education of the students of a economically and educationally
backward District like Rae Bareli. Feroze Gandhi left for his heavenly abode on 08.09.1960, exactly a month
after laying the foundations of the College when the institution was still on the cradle. His unfinished work was
taken over with aplomb by O.N. Bhargava as the Founder Managing Secretary and for the next 62 years, the
institution was nurtured, strengthened and built to the present level by him with commendable strength,
wisdom and dignity. He developed the College as a living memorial and as a fitting tribute to the vision of its
Founder President.

As the long standing Managing Secretary of the College, he had the privilege of receiving in the College
the high ranking dignitaries of the state and other leading personalities from academics, civil administration,
armed, civil society etc. He had the honour to host in the College the visit of the then President V.V. Giri and the
then Prime Minister, Indira Gandhi visiting the College together in the year 1972, the then Vice President, Dr.
Radha Krishnan in 1961, Prime Minister Indira Gandhi several times, the then Prime Minister Rajiv Gandhi in
the year 1988 and Governors, Cabinet Ministers and Chief Ministers on many occasions. As the Managing
Secretary he got the opportunity to interact and work with many senior leaders including Feroze Gandhi,
Dinesh Singh, K.D. Malviya, Uma Shankar Dikshit, Yashpal Kapoor, Md. Yunus, Arun Nehru and Capt Satish
Sharma who served as the Presidents of the Managing Committee of the College at different times.

Richly experienced and very well read, he always evinced keen academic interest in the political,
social, economic issues and quality text with exact, orderly and effective expression flowed naturally from his
pen. With the advancing years of his life he felt increasingly concerned about the major problems that the
country and the world are presently faced with and he wrote extensively on issues like the decline of ethical and
moral standard in public life, degeneration of the standards of public discourse and parliamentary debates,
growing social and economic inequalities, rising unemployment, directionless globalisation, deep agricultural
crisis, water crisis, massive deforestation and climate change.

Academic development of the College and welfare of the students and of the teaching and non-
teaching staff were like articles of faith for him. After having served as the Managing Secretary for 62 long years,
he relinquished his position in the AGM held on 29.03.2022 after smooth transition of the College into able
hands through democratic process and left for his heavenly abode on 03.04.2022. Institutional interest of the
College was always close to his heart and this inspired him to work for the College till his last.
